General Information:


Contact lenses are classified as medical devices by the Food and Drug Administration (FDA).  Therefore, a fitting must be performed to ensure the accuracy and safety of the contacts to the patient.  The FDA has required that a fitting be done on an annual basis regardless if the patient has worn contact lenses in the past.  Therefore, a contact lens prescription has to be given by the doctor that is only good for one year.





Contact lenses come in many different types to help correct nearsightedness, farsightedness, astigmatism, and for bifocal patients.  The lens can either be soft or hard (gas permeable).  The type of lens that would be best suited for you will be determined by your doctor.  Because of this additional analysis and time, there is an additional fee for contact lens wearers at your annual visit.





Contact Lens Services:


In our office, contacts will be fitted on the eye to determine the best contact lens for you.  The contact lens will be evaluated and refined for power, comfort, and vision.  If you are new to contact lenses, you are then required by the FDA to have a training.  A training is done after we have found a suitable fit for you.  This involves that you be instructed in the use and handling of contact lenses.  This usually involves about a half hour of your time.  After you are able to insert and remove the lenses and feel comfortable with the care and cleaning techniques, we will release you with a set of contacts in your prescription for one week.  Sometimes the doctor or staff will require you to go through a training at our office, even if you have worn lenses in the past.  This is up to the discretion of the doctor and our staff and may influence the cost of the fitting.





Fees:


Our fees for a contact lens fitting range from $85-$200 in addition to the comprehensive eye exam.  The fee is to be determined by the doctor in the exam room.  The fee is determined by the difficulty of the case, the lens selection and your ability to wear lenses successfully.  The specific fee cannot be determined up front.  Your insurance may give you money toward your fitting.  It is your responsibility to know your benefits.
